You will be advised of receipt of the application and will be notified of your acceptance to the Course by MAY 1, 2010.  

FEES:  Tuition for the 9-day COURSE is $700 o be paid by all participants on being informed of their acceptance unless they have been granted a waiver or a partial waiver of tuition. Students traveling from the U.S. and Canada are eligible for a partial waiver if they do no have institutional support, and thus need to pay only $350 on being informed of acceptance. Students traveling from other countries are eligible for a total waiver of tuition fees if they do not have institutional support. Tuition funding covers partial overhead costs of the workshop.

     All students, whether or not they have received tuition waivers, must pay SWRS fees of $610 covering dormitory room and board, payable to SWRS personnel during the course, by credit card, certified check, or cash (no personal checks).  Transportation costs between home and Tucson (air) or SWRS (auto) are to be borne by all participants or their home institutions.
